Tiny III Setup Program


Introduction


This document describes the optional setup program for configuring the Tiny III Decoder. This program must be run under Microsoft Windows (3.1 or 95). And there should be an available serial port on the PC for the setup program to communicate with Tiny III. What follows is a list of what is needed to perform the configuration.


The setup program


Tiny III Decoder


PC which is running Microsoft Windows with available serial port


RS232 Interface cable for connecting Tiny III to the serial port of PC


Power adapter or a power sharing cable used to provide power to Tiny III


Tiny III User’s Manual


Installation


This setup program consists of the following four files. The first three are the program files, and the last one is the configuration file that contains the default settings of Tiny III.


Tiny3.EXE : Main program


BIVBX11.DLL : Dynamic link library


MSCOMM.VBX : Custom control file for the setup program


DEFAULT.131 : Default configuration file


To install the program, just create a  new directory or folder and copy all the above files from the floppy disk to the newly created directory on the hard disk.


Start Up


The setup program is started from windows by selecting the RUN menu from Windows and enter the directory and the “Tiny3.EXE” program name. There should be an available serial port on the PC, or the following message will be showed.

This setup program will try to find an available serial port in sequence of COM1 to COM4, and it assumes the Tiny III is connected to the first available serial port it finds. If Tiny III is either not connected to that serial port or not in the clone slave mode, the following message will be shown. To put the Tiny III in clone slave mode, the Tiny III must first in configuration mode by reading the “Enter Setup” label and then read the “Clone Slave” label.

If the setup program successfully finds the Tiny III, the following message will be shown on the display.

Main Window


By clicking the OK button of the above window, the main window of the setup program will be shown.

The settings of the Tiny III are organized into several pages. User can click the page tabs to call out the corresponding setting pages. There is a tool bar below the menu with several command buttons that provide for easy selections. Alternatively user can also select commands from the menu bar. This program will pop out a small help box to give some configuration instruction when the mouse pointer is positioned on some of the settings or buttons.


Configuration File


Configuration settings can be saved into file. This configuration file always has the “131” as its file extension. The setup program starts with the default configuration file “NONAME.131”. The file name of the active configuration file is shown on the caption of the main window. If a previously saved configuration file is opened, the file name will be shown on the caption line and all the settings will reflect the configurations saved in that file. Please do not modify the “DEFAULT.131” file. This file stores the default settings of the Tiny III, and is used when the “Default” button is clicked. It is recommended that the file attribute of this file be set to Read Only.


Restore Default Settings


The default settings of Tiny III will be brought to screen once the “Default” button is clicked. User can then click the “Download” button to restore the settings of Tiny III to their default values.


Interface Setting


Some settings shown on the screen will be different depending on the interface type selected. It is recommended to configure the interface settings on the System setting page before configuring other parameters.


Configuring String Type Settings


To configure string type parameters (such as prefix code, interfix code, postfix code, additional fields, and field terminating string), point the mouse at the desired setting and double left click to bring up the setting window. A sample of one of  these windows is shown below.

Characters are selected by double left clicking the mouse at the desired character shown on the table. The selected characters will be shown at the bottom of the table. After the desired character string is selected, click the “OK” button to go back to previous screen, or click the “Cancel” button to abort this setting. The “Clear” button is used to wipe out the selected string.


Configuring Editing Mode


Configuring the editing format starts from right clicking the desired “Enable Editing Format” check box on the System setting page. This will bring up the configuration window of the editing format shown below.

The settings of the editing format is organized into four pages. Used can select the desired page by clicking the page tab.


Upload Configuration from Tiny III


The current settings of the Tiny III can be read back to the setup program by clicking the “Upload” button. After the setup program has read the settings from the Tiny III, the following message is displayed. And all the settings shown on the screen reflect the current settings of the Tiny III.

Download Configuration to Tiny III


The settings are downloaded to the Tiny III by clicking the “Download” button. On completion the following message is displayed. The Tiny III will automatically leave the configuration mode and restart itself after receiving the settings. (There will be six beeps and a normal power on beep). To further configure the Tiny III, it must be put in clone slave mode again, or a communication error will occur during downloading or uploading.
